Little talk:
Syllable- a word or work “chunk” containing one vowel sound and all the consonants that are spoken with it.
Teach student how to identify how many syllables are in a word by having them out their hand under their chin and counting how many times their chin drops using their fingers on their other hand. 
Structure/Activity/Text:
Closed syllable- spelled with a single vowel and one or more consonants following it that “close” the vowel in that syllable.
The vowel in closed syllables regularly represent it’s first sound.
Open Syllable- occurs when a single vowel is found at the end of the syllable. In most open syllable’s the vowel says it’s 2nd sound(A, E, O, U)
