Kindergarten Spelling to Read

For the rest of the year we will be learning and adding more spelling words to our kindergarten’s vocabulary. 

As we introduce new spelling words, we are introducing 2 or more letter phonemes as they come. 

We are also introducing grammar concepts each week as well. 
I wanted to make a resource for parents that has all the information in one place that could help with practicing and remembering these different concepts at home. 
Some of these concepts have already been introduced and some will be introduced as we continue the semester. I will post in the LMS when grammar concepts are introduced and then you can reference the paper to help you practice with your student. 

Vowels
· Vowel sounds are not slowed down in the mouth or forced through the nose.
· Vowels are all voiced and the sounds flow right through the open mouth
· a, e, i, o, u, and sometimes y
· y and i can replace each other in certain words
· All vowels have more than 1 sound each.
Consonants
· The air coming through our mouth or nose is slowed down or blocked by our teeth, lips, or tongue
· Consonants can be voiced or unvoiced
· Voiced- b, d, g, j, l, m, n, qu, r, v, w, y, z
· Unvoiced- c, f, h, k, p, s, t, x
Syllable
· a word or work “chunk” containing one vowel sound and all the consonants that are spoken with it.
· Teach student how to identify how many syllables are in a word by having them put their hand under their chin and count how many times their chin drops for different words.
Closed syllable
· Spelled with a single vowel and one or more consonants following it that “close” the vowel in that syllable.
· The vowel in closed syllables regularly represent its first sound.
Open syllable 
· Open Syllable- occurs when a single vowel is found at the end of the syllable. In most open syllable’s the vowel says it’s 2nd sound(A, E, O, U)
Nouns
· It names a person, place, or thing
· Nouns answer the question of “who?” or “what?”
· You can use our spelling lists to have your student point out which ones are nouns or brainstorm your own.


Sentence(Uppercase, period, subjects, and verbs)
· A sentence always begins with an uppercase letter.
· A statement always ends with a period.
· Some of the things sentences include are subjects, and verbs
· Subject
· What the sentence is about.
· Verb
· The action of the sentence.
· You can use our spelling word lists to have your student identify which ones are verbs or brainstorm your own.
· Practice sentences and dialogue using our vocab words from list A and B
· “We went to the zoo.”
· “The birds fly.”
· “We see the man.”
· “The man is running.”
· You can read the sentence to your student and/or have them help you sound it out. Ask “What does a sentence always start with? What does a statement end with? What is the subject of this sentence? What is the verb of this statement?”
· I’ve created a fill in the blank worksheet that you can complete with your student as well. It is titled “Sentence(subject and verb) worksheet.”
· You can dictate simple sentences to your student and have them write it down and emphasize the starting uppercase letter and the ending period.
· You can also have your student brainstorm their own sentences.


Plural noun rule
· Simply add S to form the plural for most nouns.

Interrogative sentences
· A sentence that asks a question. 
· It ends with a question mark.
· A voice inflection(lifting the voice) at the end helps demonstrate that you are asking a question.
· Practice writing a question mark with your student.

Apostrophes
· We write a dot halfway between the top baseline and the dotted line and then without lifting your pencil you add a stroke just like the start of the number 2.
· An apostrophe goes just after the last letter before adding the S.



Multi-syllable words
· Syllables are determine by the vowel sounds. When you are saying a vowel, your chin drops so the student can identify the syllables by putting the hand under their chin and saying the word. 

Compound word
· 2 words that are put together
· “Today” is a good example word. “To” is a word by itself and so is “day”, but you can put them together to form “today”

Pronouns
· They can take the place of people’s names.
· “they”

Possessive proper noun
· “Pete’s”- The desk belongs to Pete. Who does the desk belong to? Pete. Yes. The desk is Pete’s. We write Pete’s with an apostrophe so that is doesn’t seem like there are 2 Petes. The apostrophe means that something belongs to Pete.

Verbs Past Tense
· We will be adding “ed” to the end of words that end with the silent final e.

Synonym
· Words that have the same meaning.
· Ex: “look/see”
· Brainstorm with your student

Antonym
· A word that means the opposite of another word
· “hot/cold”
· Brainstorm with your student
· 
Adjective
· An adjective is a special word that describes nouns.
· “I see a cat” ask you student to picture the cat in their mind. Ask them to pick one word that describes the cat. “I see a fat cat” “I see a gray cat.” The word you use to describe the cat is the adjective.
· “I like hot popcorn.” What kind of popcorn do you like? Hot popcorn.
· Ask questions like “what kind?” or “how many” to find the adjective.
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
